[image: ]Guidance for Activities

Large events and mass gatherings can contribute to the spread of COVID-19 in Dawson County. Therefore, the Dawson County Board of Health is requiring event planners to submit a proposal for approval for events or activities where there will be greater than 50 persons in attendance. General guidelines for events include the following:
· [bookmark: _Hlk40866105]Phase two limits groups to 50 or less
· Both indoor and outdoor activities should allow for proper social distancing, providing at least 6 feet of separation between non-household contacts. 
· Maximum number of attendees is 75 percent of normal capacity while maintaining 6 feet between non-family member groups.
· Regularly touched or shared surfaces should be cleaned and sanitized frequently. 
· Where restrooms are provided, hand sinks with soap, water and paper towels must be provided. Increase cleaning and sanitizing of restrooms to no less than every two hours whenever possible.
· If food is served, products must be packaged or otherwise in a “grab and go” form. No shared serving utensils or buffets are allowed. 
· Individuals who are ill or otherwise experiencing symptoms such as new dry cough, fever or shortness of breath should not be permitted. The host shall have a record of participants and consider health screening. 
· Signage must be posted with the following or substantially similar wording:
· “Patrons with fever, shortness of breath, a cough, or other COVID-19 symptoms must refrain from using this facility.”
· Signs shall be positioned for effective visual observation by patrons, such as on the entry way door.
· Facilities should try to control customer flow in a manner that maximizes social distancing such as signage or ropes and directing flow in one direction.
· Provide hand sanitizer or hand washing stations throughout the venue whenever possible.
· Provide clear plastic shielding between workers and attendees whenever possible, such as event cashiers and food vendors.
·  If possible do not use tables. Tables should be covered with single-use material and discarded between users, showings, performances or every two hours, whichever provides maximum spread protection.
