PETITION PROCEDURE TO ESTABLISH, ALTOR, OR ABANDON A COUNTY ROAD IN DAWSON COUNTY MONTANA
Obtain a petition from the Dawson County Road Department. Read and understand the petition procedure carefully. If you have any questions or need clarification about the petition procedure, please contact the Road Department Supervisor at 406-377-2564. Incomplete and/or inaccurate petitions will cause delays in the petition process.
1. Use section D to describe the complete and legal description(s) for road the petition is referring to and attach an aerial photo(s). Mark or dictate on aerial photo(s) the area described in the legal descriptions. The photo(s) do not have to be full plats, but must detail the entire petitioned roadway and adjoining property and landowners. Petitions that are not correct or incomplete will be returned to the petitioner’s contact person.
2. Provide in specific detail the reason for petition using Section E of the petition.
3. Use section A, B or C and obtain at least TEN (10) signatures of landowners who are affected by the road who wish to ESTABLISH, ALTER, OR ABANDON a county road. Must have addresses and contact information for each landowners signature. It is highly recommended that more than ten signatures be on the petition so that the petition will not be voided if any signatures are invalid or become rescinded.
4. The board of commissioners may not ABANDON a county road or right of way used to access private land if the access benefits two or more landowners unless ALL of the landowners agree to the abandonment.
5. Obtain signatures of consent on the petition from ALL property owners affected by the roadway being petitioned in Sections A, B, or C. These signatures MUST be the same as recorded on voter registration forms filed at the courthouse.
6. Submit the petition along with any necessary attachments (warranty deeds, quit claims, checks, completed survey or roadway. Etc...) to the Dawson County Road Department. If petition is deemed incomplete it will be returned with instructions on what needs completed. Once the completed petition is submitted, within thirty (30) business days of the filing a petition to establish, alter or abandon a county road, the investigation will be conducted by no more than one (1) commissioner and the road supervisor.
7. A report of the findings and recommendations will be issued to the board of commissioners who will then schedule a public hearing. This hearing will be advertised at least twice in the local newspaper and will be open to the public for comments from any person who may wish to speak to the petition.
8. Normally within ten (10) business days after the public hearing, the board of commissioners will issue a notice of decision to all landowners affected by the petitioned roadway. 
9. If the petition is to abandon a subdivision or certificate of survey (COS) road, the following will be required if abandonment is granted by the board of commissioners
· The petitioner and/or benefiting property owners will be required to file an amended plat with the Clerk and Recorder within one (1) year of the approved petition.
· The amended plat will reflect the adjusted lot lines affected by this abandonment.
· This amended plat will need to be completed and filed with the Clerk and Recorder within one (1) year of approved petition.
10. [bookmark: _GoBack]Petitioners must comply with all other specific conditions that may be established by the board of county commissioners or the road supervisor.
